Executive Summary

This Notice describes policies and procedures for implementing a Local Emphasis Program (LEP) to identify and reduce or eliminate the workplace incidence of hazards from automotive lifts which are causing or likely to cause serious injury or death.

Purpose:  This Notice describes policies and procedures for implementing a Local Emphasis Program (LEP) for the purpose of conducting inspections of Automotive Lifts.  The employers to be targeted are in the automotive industry and are classified within 2007 NAICS code 8111:  Automotive Repair and Maintenance. The goal of this LEP is to identify and reduce or eliminate the workplace incidence of hazards from automotive lifts which are causing or likely to cause serious injury or death.

Scope:  This Notice applies to Automotive Lifts used in the Automotive Industry within the Billings Area Office’s jurisdiction of Region VIII.

VI.  
Background:

Automotive service and repair work in the automotive industry exposes employees to crushing hazards with the use of automotive lifts.  These hazards can be effectively controlled through proper maintenance of the automotive lifts and effective training for the employees on inspection and use of the automotive lifts.  According to the Consumer Product Safety Commission, a total of 15,000 people were treated in hospitals for automotive lift, jack, or jack stand injuries during 2003.

The Billings Area Office evaluated businesses in the automotive industry that are known to use automotive lifts and identified six Standard Industrial Classification codes (SIC).  OSHA inspection data was analyzed from 1985-2005 for these six SIC codes.  A total of 479 citations had been issued for automotive lift violations with 205 of those violations occurring in the later 5 years of the study.

Since 1985, most of OSHA’s inspection activity for automotive lifts has been the result of unprogrammed activity initiated by complaints, referrals and accidents.  By targeting inspection activity to employers in the automotive industry, OSHA hopes to reduce the injury and fatality rates of employers who use automotive lifts.
VII.
Inspection Scheduling:


A.
Selection of Sites:
1.
A search of the Montana Business Directory will be used to identify all worksites in the Billings Area Office’s jurisdiction within 2007 NAICS code 8111 (automotive repair and maintenance).   Establishments with ten or fewer employees will be excluded from this search.  The following subcategories of NAICS code 8111 will also be excluded:  811121 (Automotive Body, Paint, and Interior Repair and Maintenance); 811122 (Automotive Glass Replacement Shops); 811192 (Car Washes).

2.
The resulting consolidated establishment list will be alphabetized and the random number generation table found in Appendix A of CPL 02-00-025I,January 4, 1995, will be applied to create one or more cycles of 20 establishments per cycle to be inspected. 

3.
Establishments within a cycle may be inspected in any order so that area office resources are efficiently used. Once a cycle is begun, all establishments in the cycle are to be inspected before a new cycle is begun, except carryovers will be allowed as provided for in OSHA Instruction CPL 02-00-025I.

4.
Reports of imminent danger, fatality/catastrophe, complaints and referrals shall be scheduled as unprogrammed inspections and shall be inspected in accordance with the applicable provisions of the FOM.  However, this does not limit the Area Office's authority to conduct an inspection pursuant to this LEP. If an unprogrammed inspection is to be conducted at a facility that is also included in the current inspection cycle under this LEP, the Area Office may conduct the inspections concurrently.
B.
Deletions:
Based on local knowledge, the Area Office will delete facilities known to be out of business, establishments known not to have automotive lifts, establishments out of the Area Office’s jurisdiction, and/or establishments that have received a comprehensive safety inspection, or a limited scope safety inspection that addressed automotive lifts, within the previous 24 months of the creation of the current inspection cycle provided no citation (or other written notice of a hazard) related to automotive lift hazards was issued as a result of the inspection. If a citation or written notice of a hazard was issued, the Area Office shall have the discretion to delete such establishment if it knows that the hazard or condition was satisfactorily abated.  The Area Office shall state in writing the basis for any such deletions from the master list.

VIII.
Inspection Procedures: 

A. 
Inspection procedures outlined in the FOM, OSHA Instruction CPL 02-00-150, will be followed for automotive lift LEP inspections.


B.
Companies with ten or fewer total employees will not be inspected since NAICS code 8111 is included on the current Exemptions and Limitations list in CPL 02-00-051, Appendix A, January 3, 2011.  The most updated list will be used at the time of the opening conference to determine eligibility for inspection.
IX.
Outreach:

The establishments identified in the Inspection Scheduling paragraph in section VII of this directive will be notified by letter of this emphasis program.  Information on the hazards of automotive lifts and the requirements for compliance will be provided.  Employers will be encouraged to contact the Billings Area Office, the Consultation 21(d) program, or other third party entities that can offer abatement assistance.

X.
Partnerships:  


Partnerships may be developed with the covered employers in accordance with OSHA Instruction CSP 03-02-002, OSHA Strategic Partnership Program for Worker Safety and Health, December 9, 2004.

XI.
OIS Coding:  


The following will address only the changes or additions to OSHA Information System (OIS) coding procedures for inspections conducted under this LEP:

A.
On the OIS Inspection Form, inspections which are targeted pursuant to the selection criteria in Sections “VII.A. 1. through 3.” of this LEP shall be coded as “AUTOLIFT” in the Local Emphasis Program block and as “Programmed Planned” in the Initiating Type block.
B.
On the OIS Inspection Form, inspections involving automotive lift safety issues which are initiated as a result of a complaint, referral, or fatality/catastrophe (i.e., Section VII.A.4.) shall be coded as “AUTOLIFT “ in the Local Emphasis Program block and as the appropriate “unprogrammed” activity in the Initiating Type block regardless of whether they are listed on a cycle list.

C.
Refer to the September 14, 2006, OSHA memorandum, Subject: Coding Instruction Update for the FY2006-FY2011 Strategic Plan, for OIS Inspection Form Strategic Plan Activity block for codes which may be applicable to these LEP inspections.

XII.
Program Evaluation: 

The Billings Area Office will prepare a written evaluation of this LEP in the format specified by OSHA Instruction CPL 04-00-001, Procedures for Approval of Local Emphasis Programs (LEPs), Appendix A and the Directorate of Enforcement Programs’ memorandum dated October 18, 2002 for Annual Evaluations of Local Emphasis Programs.  Evaluations will be submitted to the Regional Office no later than October 31, 2012. The Regional Office will submit one evaluation of this program to the National Office.  The evaluation will include a recommendation for the continuance or elimination of the LEP.
