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I. Purpose.  This Notice implements a Local Emphasis Program (LEP) for programmed safety and health inspections of general industry establishments in high hazard industries that have not received an inspection by OSHA since 2000.  This would potentially affect all establishments in high hazard industries within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Billings Area Office.  

II.
Scope.  This Notice applies to general industry establishments within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Billings Area Office.

III.     
Action.   The Regional Administrator and Billings Area Director shall ensure that the procedures established in this instruction are adhered to in the scheduling of programmed inspections.

IV.
Expiration.   This Notice will expire September 30, 2012 and may be renewed based on the program’s evaluation at that time.

VI.
Background.  Under previous and currently used systems to select high hazard establishments for programmed inspections, it is not unusual for some establishments to receive comprehensive inspections every three years while other establishments have never received an OSHA inspection.  The priority for General Industry inspections is based on the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) Days Away, Restricted or Transferred (DART) rates in addition to Days Away From Work Injury and Illnesses (DAFWII) rates.

The DART and DAFWII rates are obtained by surveys sent to employers each year under OSHA’s Data Initiative (ODI) program.  The survey is sent to 80,000 establishments with 40 or more employees.  Approximately 4,000 of the establishments with the highest DART and/or DAFWII rates are then randomly selected for inspection under OSHA’s Site Specific Targeting (SST) program.   Considering that the United States has more than 7 million workplaces under OSHA’s coverage, the SST program leaves a large number of establishments that are not included in the OSHA Data Initiative program from which establishments are selected for the SST program.  

This LEP is meant to increase the probability of inspecting establishments in high hazard industries, within the jurisdiction of the Billings Area Office, that have not received an OSHA inspection of any type or scope since 2000.

VII.
Inspection Targeting.  Using BLS data and data from OSHA’s Information System (OIS), OSHA’s National Office of Statistics develops lists of high hazard industries.  

A.
Health

1.
Health High Hazard Industry List.  The health high hazard list contains industries classified by their North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) code.  The industries are ranked based on OSHA’s inspection history in IMIS for workplaces with the highest average number of serious violations per inspection (SVPI).  This LEP will cover the industries ranked 1 through 200 on the health high hazard list (see Appendix A).  Note that some of the industries have the same average number of serious violations per inspection, and therefore are given the same ranking number on the list.


2.
Establishments in Health High Hazard Industries.   OSHA’s National Office of Statistics used Dun and Bradstreet to provide the Billings Area Office with a list of establishments based on those NAICS codes ranked 1 through 200 on the health high hazard list that have 11 or more employees and are located in Montana. This list of establishments will make up the health inspection list.

B.
Safety

1.
High Hazard Industry List.  The safety high hazard list also uses the NAICS industry codes but is based on the industries with the highest Days Away, Restricted or Transferred (DART) rates for calendar year 2007, as reported by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS).  This LEP will cover the industries ranked 1 through 200 on the safety high hazard list (see Appendix B). Note that some industries have the same DART rate, and therefore are given the same ranking number on the list.

2.
Establishments in Safety High Hazard Industries.  OSHA’s National Office of Statistics used Dun and Bradstreet to provide the Billings Area Office with a list of establishments based on those NAICS codes ranked 1 through 200 on the safety high hazard list that have one or more employees and are located in Montana.  This list of establishments will make up the safety inspection list.

C.
Deletions.


1.
Printouts of inspection history from OSHA’s Integrated Management Information System (IMIS) and OIS will be generated by the Billings Area Office.  A listing of all establishments in Billings’s jurisdiction that are in the NAICS codes listed in Appendix A that have received an OSHA health inspection of any type or scope for the period of January 1, 2001 through the effective date of this LEP will be listed.  All establishments that have received an OSHA health inspection in these NAICS codes between January 1, 2001 and the effective date of this LEP will be deleted from the health inspection list.

2.
A second printout of inspection history will be a listing of all establishments in Billings’s jurisdiction that are in the NAICS codes listed in Appendix B that have received an OSHA safety inspection of any type or scope for the period of January 1, 2001 through the effective date of this LEP.  All establishments that have received an OSHA safety inspection in these NAICS codes between January 1, 2001 and the effective date of this LEP will be deleted from the safety inspection list.

3.
Additional deletions will be made from each list by applying criteria set forth in OSHA Instruction CPL 02-00-051, Exemptions and Limitations Under the Current Appropriations Act.

4.
Additional deletions will be made from each list by applying criteria set forth in OSHA Directive CPL 02-00-025, paragraph B.1.b.(1)(b).6.d, except for H#, I# and S#.  

D.
Combined Safety and Health Establishment List.  Once the deletion criteria listed below are applied to the health and safety inspection lists, those establishments that appear on both the health inspection list and the safety inspection lists will also be placed on a third list which will identify establishments that will receive comprehensive safety and health inspections.

VIII.
Inspection Scheduling.  Inspection scheduling shall be in accordance with the FOM.

A.
Inspection cycles.  Inspection cycles will be generated from the safety inspection list and the health inspection list.  Each cycle generated from a list will consist of ten establishments randomly selected by using the random number tables located in CPL 02-00-025, Appendix C.  Each inspection cycle for each list must be completed before another cycle is generated from that list.  An establishment may be carried over to another cycle for any of the reasons set forth in CPL 02-00-025, paragraph B.1.b.(1)(e).1.  Prior to initiating inspections in each cycle, deletions will be made pursuant to the deletions policy set forth in CPL 02-00-025, paragraph B.1.b.(1)(f).   Subsequent cycles shall be generated in the same manner using cycles of ten establishments each. 

B. 
Each establishment scheduled for inspection from a safety list shall receive a comprehensive safety inspection as defined by the FOM.

C.
Each establishment scheduled for inspection from a health list shall receive a comprehensive health inspection as defined by the FOM.
D.
Each establishment identified from the combined health and safety list and appearing on a current safety or health cycle shall receive both a comprehensive health and a comprehensive safety inspection.

E.
Any unprogrammed inspection or investigation such as a complaint, referral, fatality, etc., will be expanded to a comprehensive safety and/or health inspection (consistent with paragraphs VIII.B, .C, and D, above) for any establishment that is already included in a current inspection cycle.

IX.
Recording in OIS. 

A.
Current instructions, as found in the FOM shall be applied when recording inspections conducted under the LEP as follows:

          

1. 
The OIS Inspection Form for a programmed inspection conducted under this local emphasis program shall be marked “Programmed Planned” in the Initiating Type block  and  “NI2000” in the Local Emphasis Program block..

2.  
When it is discovered upon arrival at a worksite scheduled for an LEP inspection that the establishment should have been deleted from the list (e.g., ten or fewer employees, wrong NAICS code, establishment is out of business, etc.), the OIS Inspection Form shall be coded “No Inspection”.  The OIS Inspection Form shall nonetheless be coded as described in A.1. above.

3.   
The OIS Inspection Form for any unprogrammed inspections related to complaints or referrals requiring inspection, imminent danger, and fatality catastrophe investigations will be coded as normally required under the FOM. In addition the designation “NI2000” will be selected in the Local Emphasis Program block.

4.
