VI.
Background:

Occupational hearing loss is a common problem in the work place today. Hearing loss is irreversible and the effects on a person can be devastating to both the physical and mental state of that individual. Exposure to toxic gases such as carbon monoxide can be acutely fatal, while other agents such as formaldehyde and welding fumes pose adverse health effects over the course of time.     
This LEP was developed due to the fact there are twenty-three NAICS codes in which both 1910.95 and 1910.134 are among the most frequently cited standards according to the OSHA IMIS database. Therefore, employees of these same eight industry groups could possibly be at risk for both hearing loss and respiratory illness or injury. This LEP would make efficient use of OSHA’s industrial hygiene resources by focusing them on industries that commonly have both noise and respiratory hazards. 

This LEP is meant to increase the probability of inspecting such establishments within the jurisdictional boundaries of the Billings Area Office which have not received a comprehensive OSHA health inspection within the previous twenty-four (24) calendar months. As per CPL 02-00-051 (Reference D), this health hazard targeting program will include industries with ten or fewer employees. 

VII. Inspection Scheduling:

The Area Director will develop a list of all known establishments within the Billings Area Office jurisdiction using the applicable NAICS codes listed in the table above. The list will be developed using the Montana State Business Directories, Selectory Business Database, or any other available sources of information to the degree they are reliable. The Area Director will schedule inspections from the list as follows:

A. The list will be put in alphabetical order by establishment name. Establishments with ten or fewer employees will be included in this program. OSHA Instruction CPL 02-00-51, Exemptions and Limitations under the Current Appropriations Act, May 28, 1998, will be adhered to in implementation of this program. Establishments that have had a comprehensive health inspection within the previous 24 months of the creation of the current inspection cycle will not be selected for inspection. 

B. The Area Director will create an inspection cycle of 10 establishments as follows:

1. The establishment list will be numbered and the appropriate random number tables contained in Appendix C of CPL 02-00-025I (Scheduling Systems for Programmed Inspections) will be applied. Ten establishments will be selected for the cycle. A new cycle will be generated when the previous cycle is completed.

2. The establishments on the cycle may be inspected in any order that makes efficient use of available resources. 

C. For inspections done in establishments in the NAICS code 327991, Cut stone and stone products, see paragraph VIII.B, below. 
VIII. Inspection  Procedures:
A. Inspections will be conducted in accordance with the FOM. The inspections will include a comprehensive review of any health hazards in the inspected establishments; however, if any safety hazards are observed during the course of the inspection, the CSHO will address them or make a safety referral as appropriate. 

B. For inspections done in establishments in the NAICS code 327991, Cut stone and stone products: in addition to evaluation the health-related hazards on these inspections, the CSHO will also evaluate the procedures for handling and moving slabs of stone and marble, as per CPL 11-08 (CLO 04-01), Regional Emphasis Program on Silica in Cut Stone and Slab Handling as these tasks pose serious crushing hazards to employees.  

IX.
OIS Coding: 

Inspections conducted under this LEP will be identified in the OSHA Information System (OIS). Current instructions for completing the appropriate inspection classification boxes on the OIS Inspection Form will be followed:

A. The OIS Inspection Form for any programmed inspection scheduled under the procedures in this LEP shall be marked “Programmed Planned” in the Initiating Type block and the word “RESPNOISE” shall be selected in the Local Emphasis Program block.

B.
The OIS Inspection Form for any unprogrammed inspection scheduled under the provisions of the FOM relating to formal complaints, referrals requiring inspection, imminent danger and fatality / catastrophe investigations will be coded as normally required under the FOM. In addition, the designation of “RESPNOISE” will be recorded in the Local Emphasis Program block..

X. 
Evaluation:


      No later than October 31, 2012, the Billings Area Office will provide a formal written evaluation of this LEP to the Regional Office.  At a minimum, the evaluation should respond to the requirements of CPL 04-00-001, Section D, Appendix A and the Directorate of enforcement Programs memorandum dated October 18, 2002 for Annual Evaluations of Local Emphasis Programs (LEPs).
