BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF ACCIDENT

The employees were placing plastic on a recently poured concrete slab to prevent
freezing overnight. An employee was laying plastic around column at east end of slab.
After he finished placing the plastic, the employee turned around and walked into
unprotected stairway opening falling 14 feet to his death.

ACCIDENT PREVENTION RECOMMENDATIONS

Ensure that all openings in slabs are protected by a standard railing or are covered to




prevent employee from falling into floor hole.

Note: This case described was selected as being representative of improper work practices which likely contributed
to a fatality from a fall and/or electrocution. The accident prevention recommendations do not necessarily reflect
the outcome of the legal aspects of the incident case.
