OSHA Penalties (2016, July) 
 

This page summarize the increase in 

OSHA’s maximum penalties, which are 

set to increase for the first time since 1990 

as part of overall federal penalty 

adjustments mandated by Congress last 

year. OSHA's new penalty levels will take 

effect after Aug. 1.  Any citations issued 

by OSHA after Aug. 1 will be subject to 

the new penalties if the related violations 

occurred after November 2, 2015.  To 

provide guidance to field staff on the 

implementation of the new penalties, 

OSHA will issue revisions to its Field
