Scenario’s 
Record the following scenarios in the recordkeeping forms (300, 300A and 301) depending on where they go.

1) Employee is standing on the scaffold when the scaffold loosen on one side and the employee slips and falls and hits himself on the corner of the scaffold before he is recued.  Employee is taken to the doctor and evaluated.  He has a few scratches, but no broken bones and major cuts.

2) Employee walking at a jobsite and all of the sudden he steps on a board with a rusty nail.  He is taken to the doctor and given a tetanus shot. 
3) Employee is unloading materials from a trailer full of construction materials (wooden boards and nails).  He hits another employee with a 12 foot board, and the hurt employee falls to the ground.  In the mist of all of this the employee holding the board drops the board and states that his back is hurt.  The fallen employee seems to be fine, but the employee hold the board seems to have a hurt back.
4) Employee is using a nail gun, when the gun kicks back and then nails the employee’s index finger.  The employee is rushed to the hospital.
5) Employee is using an electrical saw and the safety of the saw kicks back and cut the employees leg.  The employee is rushed to the hospital.

6) Employee is walking in a construction site when his foot goes sideways and the employee starts limping.  The employee is taken to the hospital.

7) Employee is in the office and slips with water and falls.  The employee gets up and continues to work.
8) Employee is pulling out files and get finger cut in the corner of the filing cabinet.  Blood begins to follow.  Employee is treated with first aid, and continues to work.

9) An inspector comes into a construction site.  While walking down he does not notice hold, which is not blocked for caution and falls into the 3 foot hole.  Inspector is taken out and rushed to the hospital.
10)  A visitor comes into a manufacturing plant and does not put on a hard hat or safety glasses.  As the visitor walks into the plant a small box of parts falls on the head.  The visitor is knocked down to the ground and rushed to the hospital.
